Students, who receive excuses, must make arrangements with the Course Director of the missed
examination, within fortyeight (48) hours of returning to school, tokdathe makeaup
examination. The makep examination must be taken within 5 business days of the students
return. All makeup examinations not given or rescheduled withie specified time indicated

due to negligence on the part of the student, willlteas anF grade (numerical grade of Zero)

Excused absence from clinic service assignments must be made up at a subsequent date approved
by the departmental chairman and the Associate Dean for Clinical Affairs.

EXAM DUE TO LACK OF ADEQUATE SPACE ON THE COMPUTER, THE EXISTENCE OF VIRUSES,
OR ANY OTHER COMPUTER PROBLEM. STUDENTS SHOULD NOTIFY THE OFFICE OF
